Terroir

The viognier comes from a dry land vineyard in Malmesbury, the chenin blanc from Stellenbosch and

the grenache blanc from Piekenierskloof near Citrusdal.

Vini�cation and maturation

The chenin blanc and grenache blanc are matured in French oak barrels before being blended with

the viognier. The blended wine is then cold-stabilized, filtered and bottled.

Features

Complex flavours of flowers, dried fruit and spice. A wine with a rich and creamy texture, elegant

minerality and a hint of oak. Well-balanced natural acidity with a long finish.

Food Pairings

Perfect as an aperitif or with shrimp hors d’oeuvres, citrusy cedar-planked salmon or grilled pork

tenderloin with mango sauce.
